Reduce it: Output Devices

An output device is a piece of hardware that is used to display or output data which has been processed or stored on a computer.  The most common output device is a computer monitor.  Monitors allow you to see your work in real time, to see changes made and to view how it will look if it were to be printed out.  There are different types of monitors but TFT monitors have overtaken the older CRT monitors in popularity.  
Digital projectors are another output device that are often seen in businesses and schools.  They allow whatever is on the monitor to be displayed onto a screen or whiteboard so that a large number of people can view it at the same time. 

If you need to print your work out you might use a laser or an inkjet printer.  Inkjet printers tend to be more commonly found in homes although now that laser printers have dropped in price they are now becoming popular.  Laser printers tend to be used in office environments because they can print much faster than inkjets, the quality of the printout is better and they cost less per page.  Very large printouts such as A2 or A1 would be done on a specialist printer known as a plotter.
